This year we have extended our class list to include cart 
classes, and gelding halter classes.  We hope this will be appealing 

to our exhibitors who would like to enter more than just halter classes.  
It will be a great crowd pleaser, as well.  Due to the time factor, we 

did have to cut the Best Alberta Bred Percheron class, but depending 

on how long the show runs this year, and if it is something the 
exhibitors want, we may be able to bring it back next year.   

 
Our Junior Showmanship follows the same format as last year, with 

prize money paid to fifth place. We are also able to offer prize 
money this year, as well as Championship Plaques, for all of 

our halter and cart classes, thanks to a very generous sponsor!  
 

Our Show will be starting earlier this year, to allow time for a short 
intermission before the cart classes.  We will begin at 11:00 am with 

the Junior Showmanship, and run through until 4:30 or 5:00, 
depending on entries.  

 
We are pleased to have Mr. Bruce Roy as our Announcer again this 

year, and our Judge will be Mr. Dale Rosenke. Our Ringman will be  

Mr. Jack Bellamy once again, and we hope his wonderful wife, Sandy, 
will help with the scorekeeping again this year! 

 
The show has a little different format, with each exhibitor 

accumulating points for placing in each class.  The exhibitor who has 
the most points at the end of the show will win the Bar U Ranch 

Commemorative Cup, presented by the Ranch Manager. The large cup 
will have the exhibitor’s name engraved on a plate to be displayed at 

the Bar U, and the winner will have a silver keeper cup, and a hand-
tooled leather banner to take home. So the more horses you enter, the
